
Tasting Notes: This Malbec is about 
elegance. It has a fine grain texture with a 
vertical structure. It is a fruity, expressive 
wine, very persistent in the palate. The 
finish provides the limestone tannins one 
would expect from the soils of  Cahors.
Grapes: 100% Malbec  
Terroir: Grapes sourced from a single 
vineyard site on the limestone slopes of  
Prayssac which is rich in limestone alter-
ite.
Winemaking: Fermentation in concrete 
vats for 14 to 21 days. Aged 17-18 months 
in a concrete vat.
Producers: Barat Sigaud family - Métairie 
Grande du Théron
Production: 12,000 bottles produced
